· Graduates in Engineering/Science/Economics with preferably five years professional experience in their respective fields. 

· Women professionals are encouraged to apply. 

(Indian Nationals may not apply as MNES has separate programmes for them)

Distinguished experts from highly reputed institutes in India as well as persons from academic, public and private sectors, NGOs and the government will impart holistic training from multidisciplinary and multi stakeholder perspectives.
